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He should know. In June of 2003, Strauss started the radio show Talking Animals, in California.

"l took my love of animals, combined it with my love of radio, journalism, music and comedy, put all these ingredients in a blender, hit puree,
and poured out the colorful concoction: Talking Animals," Strauss says.

In 2005, just two days after Hurricane Wilma, Strauss moved his family to Jupiter Farms, and found a new home for his radio show at NPR
station WMNF in Tampa. The half-hour show airs at 11:30 the second Wednesday of the month and uses comedy, animal songs and
special guests to focus on animal issues.

"l just always loved radio," Strauss said. "l think whether it's music or talk, it's a medium that commands a different sort of attention. There's
something special about just listening."

The show also satisfied Strauss' need to give back to the community. "I come from a big public service family. The importance and the love
for it, | got from my dad who was sort of a lifelong public servant. We all kind of took that interest and ran with it."

The show has found its own little public service niche, Strauss says. "There was a false start or two, but | knew | had something unusual.
For the first few months it was tough, figuring out where | wanted to go with it."

Strauss says his goal with the show is to "educate and illuminate, but not proselytize. Fun is important. Having researched the shows out
there, | didn't want to get too serious. | wondered if that was the most effective way to reach people. Not too light, but with some substance.
It's hard to balance sometimes, but that's what we strive for."

Strauss achieves that by inviting an eclectic mix of guests designed to attract listeners who might not tune in otherwise. And, he says, "It's
not just about pets, but animals issues of all kinds. Celebrating the animals, that's the objective, interwoven with music, comedy and talk."

Guests on the show range from Triumph the Insult Comic Dog to Bob Barker. Tune in on May 9 when Strauss' guest will be PETA's senior
vice president Dan Mathews, who will talk about his recently published memoir Committed.

When he's not on the air, Strauss shares his Jupiter Farms home with his wife and son, and three cats: Curtis, Elwood and Homer. "But
we're going to add more animals. Especially after our three-year-old gets ready to handle living with a pet. We'd like to have some
chickens, maybe adopt a horse."
